· What about Mike’s sister Jane, what does she do after school?

She usually plays tag with her friends after school.

· Really?  How about Ben – can you see him?

Yes, He’s right there.  He likes to take a nap after school.  He’s usually very tired.

· What about Ben’s sister, Christine.  Does she like to play the flute after school?

(
No, she doesn’t!  She usually practices the piano after school.  How about Gary – does he play soccer after school?

· Yes, he does – that’s right.  But he’s not very good at soccer!

(
Right!  I can see that.  That just leaves Harry – what does he get up to after school?

· He rides his bicycle after school.  Can you see him there with his helmet on?

(
Oh yes, now I see him!

Now listen to Part One again and make sure you drew lines from the right names to the right people.


[Repeat the dialogue – slightly faster]


That is the end of Part One.

This is the start of Part Two.  Listen and Look Carefully.  This is an interview with Mary about her daily schedule for Wednesday.  Can you write in the missing information?

· Hi Mary.  Are you usually very busy on Wednesdays?

· No, not really.  I get up at 7.30.  I take a shower at 7.45, and then I eat breakfast at 8 o’clock.

· OK, then.  What time do you go to school?

· I usually go to school at 8.45.  I finish early on Wednesdays, so I go home from school at 3:20.

· Really?  You’re lucky!  What do you do after school on Wednesdays?

· I practice the piano at 4 o’clock.  It’s very difficult!

· Is that all you do after school on Wednesdays?  Practice the piano?  It must be a little boring!

· No, no!  At 4.45 I finish my piano lessons and then I can play outside with my friends.

· Good!  So what time do you eat dinner?

· On Wednesdays my family and I eat dinner at 6:30.

Now listen to Part Two again and make sure you completed Mary’s schedule correctly.

We will now begin Part Three.  Listen and Look.  This is an example

· After school, Paul gets up to a lot of things during the week.  He really likes painting, so he usually paints pictures on Wednesday.

TN:
Can you see the picture of the boy painting?  What day is written under the box?  It’s Wednesday.

Now listen and write the correct day under each picture.

· ( After school during the week, Paul gets up to a lot of things.  After school on Monday, he plays basketball with his friend Jerry.  Paul is really good at basketball.  On Tuesday, he plays outside.  On Wednesday he paints pictures.  Thursday is a busy day at school, so when he gets home he usually relaxes and takes a nap.  He always has a lot of homework to do on Friday, so on that day after school he’s very busy writing.  School finishes early on Saturday, so Paul goes to visit his grandfather.  He usually takes a gift to give to his grandfather, and his grandfather is always very happy to see him.

Now listen to Part Three again and make sure you matched the days to the right pictures.

Now let’s start Part Four.  Listen and Look.  This is an example.  What does Peter usually do on Sundays?

· It’s Sunday.  Let’s go and watch a movie or play baseball!

· Let’s invite Peter!  He sometimes likes to play baseball with us.

· Maybe he’s busy.  He usually practices the piano on Sundays

· Really?  That’s a shame.

TN:
What does Peter usually do on Sundays?  He usually practices the piano, right?.  Can you see the circle around box [C]?  Now listen carefully and circle the correct box.


Number one.  What time does Rachel usually get up?
· Hey, it’s 8.40!  Let’s hurry up and go to school!

· Wait!  Where’s Rachel?

· She’s not here yet.  She’s late.

· Really?  Why, what time does she usually get up?

· She usually gets up at 7 o’clock.  But sometimes she’s very lazy and gets up at 9 o’clock!

Number two.  What does Sam sometimes do before school?

· Does Sam watch TV before he goes to school?

· Yes, that’s what he usually does.  But sometimes he plays sport with his father, if his father is not too busy.

· Oh, what sport do they play together?

· They sometimes play a little soccer.

TN:
Number three.  Where does Jane usually go after school?

· Hi Jane!  School is finished.  What do you do after school?

· Sometimes I go to the library, but usually I go to the playground with my friends.

· Do you ever go to church?

· No, I never go to church after school!

TN:
Number four.  What does Bob always study on Fridays?

· Hi Betty.  What day is it tomorrow?  I’ve forgotten!

· Tomorrow is Friday.  Hey, I need some help with my Science homework.  Can you help me?

· Maybe.  If tomorrow is Friday, then I have a lot of Math homework to do!

· Why, do you study Math tomorrow?

· Yes, I always study Math on Fridays.  I hate it!

TN:
Number five.  What does Chris never do on Sundays?

· Hi!  Today is Sunday.  What shall we do?

· Let’s go to your house and do something.

· OK.  What do you want to do?

· Do you ever play computer games?

· Sometimes.  But I only have one computer!

· Oh.  Well, what do you usually do on Sundays?

· I usually take a nap or something.

· Don’t you watch TV on Sundays?

· Never!  My mother gets angry if I try to watch TV on Sundays.  She wants me to go play outside!

TN:
Now listen to Part Four again and make sure you circled the right pictures.


[Repeat the dialogue – slightly faster]


That is the end of Part Four.

TN:
Now let’s do the last part of the test.  This is Part Five.  Listen and Look.  For each question, you need to draw one picture.  You must listen carefully and decide if the picture for each person is “before”, “after”, “usually” or “sometimes”.  Listen to the example: “Today is Thursday.  On Thursdays, Fred sometimes writes letters to his friends”.  Can you see the picture of Fred writing letters, in the “sometimes” box?  OK.  Now listen to the conversation and do the same for Jane, Karly, Ben, Dianne and Luke.

· Today is Wednesday.  What do you do after school on Wednesday, Jane?

· I do my homework after school.

· What about your brother, Ben?  Does he do his homework after school, too?

· No.  Sometimes he reads a book.

· How about your friend, Karly?  What does she do before school on Wednesdays?

· She watches TV before school.

· And your other brother Luke?  What does he usually do on Wednesdays?

· He’s just a little baby.  He usually sleeps all day.

· Right, and your mother’s name is Dianne?  What does she do before you go to school?

· She always cooks us breakfast before school.

· Wow!  You sure have a busy family, Jane.
