· He was playing catch, of course.  Can’t you see him there?

Oh yes, now I see him!

( Paul really wanted a new soccer ball for his birthday.  But he didn’t get one.  His friend bought him a basketball instead.  Paul and his friend had a lot of fun playing basketball together.

( Richard’s birthday is in April.  That is in the middle of Spring.  He got a new camera for his birthday, and he took a lot of fantastic pictures with it.
